Highlights of the Check Detail Report for June 2009 include the following:

e Peterson Power Systems - $113,485.16 - This payment is for breakdown, repairs,
rental fees and annual services to the main generator at the SAM Plant, HMB Lift
Station, San Pablo Lift Station, California Lift Station and Montara Lift Station.

e Peninsula Pump & Equipment - $16,967.31 - This expense is for replacement and
repairs of pumps 1 and 2 at the Portola Pump Station.

e Jet Mulch, Inc - $13,552.00 - This disbursement is for the removal of the air
scrubber media and installation of redwood chips at the Portola Pump Station.
