OLD BUSINESS 
A. Clarification of Proposed Schedule of Permit Fees for Use In 
Conjunction With the Non Domestic Waste Source Control Program for 
Fiscal Year 2002-2003 
Non Domestic Waste Source Control Program specialist Brenda Donald 
reviewed the highlights of her memo explaining the computation of annual 
fees, and clarified why the High School is not inspected (they no longer do 
on-site cooking.) Interim Manager Burgh noted that the term "inspection" 
actually refers to program activity related to a specific permit holder's 
property; it may be a physical inspection, telephone consultation, report
