MINUTES
SAM BOARD MEETING
JUNE 23, 2003

1. CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Ptacek called the meeting to order at 7:31 P.M. in the SAM
Administration Building located at 1000 N. Cabrillo Highway in Half Moon Bay, CA.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT/ORAL COMMUNICATION: Chairman Ptacek announced that
public comment or oral communications would now be received. There were none.

Director McGraw arrived at 7:33 PM.

Director Taylor moved to approve the above listed items.
Taylor/Ferreira/7 Ayes/O Noes. The motion passed.

A. Approval of Minutes — May 26, 2003 SAM Special Board Meeting

Director McGraw asked if the Board had approved the Preliminary Engineering for Phase II of
the Wet Weather Program, at a budget of $225,000. Interim Manager Burgh advised that the
Board had done so at its May meeting.

Taylor/Ferreira/7 Ayes/0 Noes. The motion passed.

Item H - Adopting SAM JPA Amendment No. 6 Changing Dates of Board Officer Service.
Director Taylor stated she was unclear on what type of Board-approved change in the conduct of

SAM affairs required an amendment to the JPA. Counsel Copeland advised that those items
specifically set forth in the JPA (as are the dates of Board Officer service) can be changed only
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by an amendment to the JPA. He noted that the JPA is technically a contract among the Member
Agencies.

Director Woren arrived at 7:35 PM.

Director Woren stated that the GSD Board had in fact not yet approved Amendment No. 6. He
stated that this would be on the agenda for the GSD Board meeting on July 15, 2003, and there-
fore any SAM Board action must be deferred until the SAM Board meeting on July 28, 2003.
Interim Manager Burgh apologized for not verifying the status of GSD Board action, and stated
it will be placed on the agenda for the July 28, 2003 SAM Board meeting.

The Board took no action on this item.

A. Approval of Minutes — May 26, 2003 SAM Special Board Meeting

Director Woren stated he had non-trivial changes to make to the minutes. President Ptacek re-
quested those changes be brought to staff “offline”. Staff was directed to bring the corrected
minutes back to the Board at the July 2003 meeting.

The Board took no additional action at this time.

6. OLD BUSINESS
Item A - Report on Sewer Overflow into Pilarcitos Creek June 1, 2003.

Technical Services Supervisor Pullin summarized the incident and cleanup actions which were
taken. He noted the local pipeline had been flushed by SAM only two weeks prior to the inci-
dent, and that City’s Public Works Director was developing a plan for more aggressive sewer
flushing in that part of the system. Interim Manager Burgh noted that the initial step of bolting
the manholes covers adjacent to Pilarcitos Creek had been recommended to the City last year,
with an expression of SAM willingness to bolt the manhole covers immediately if desired.

Following discussion, Chairman Ptacek requested that staff come back to the Board with infor-
mation on (1) an inventory of locations in the system where overflows may quickly reach envi-
ronmentally sensitive areas, and (2) alternative technologies and costs for installing SCADA-
linked alarm instruments in appropriate manholes to provide more warning time to prevent over-
flows at these locations. The Board also discussed the concept of installing signage in sensitive
areas, to encourage citizens to promptly report any overflows.

Item B - Resolutions to Adopt Budget for FY 2003-04 -A Resolution Approving and Adopting
General Budget for Fiscal Year 2003-2004 & A Resolution Approving and Adopting Budget for
Collections System Maintenance and Operation Services To Be Provided to Member Agencies
For FY 2003-3004.

Director Woren stated that the GSD Board had approved the SAM General and Collection Sys-
tem Budgets except for the capital budget components therein. He reported the GSD Board de-
