A. Approval of Amended Minutes — May 26, 2003 SAM Special Board Meeting

Director Boyd discussed the vote on Page 1, Paragraph 6 with Legal Counsel Copeland, Staff and
the Board. Following discussion, no Board action was taken. Director Boyd requested that on
Page 3, last paragraph, third sentence, the words, “Interim Manager Burgh and” be removed. A
motion was made to approve the Minutes of May 26, 2003 as amended.

Director Woren requested a comparison report on cost of SAM owning a portable
generator vs. rental of generators. Following discussion, a motion was made to approve the
Disbursements for July 2003.
