7. CONSENT AGENDA

8. NEW BUSINESS 
Discussion and Consideration for Action 
A. Adopt Resolution Authorizing Execution of Agreement for Auditing Services. 
Manager Foley handed out an updated staff report. He advised that, as directed by the Board, 
Staff had sent out RFP's for Auditing Services, and three proposals were received. Manager 
Foley explained that SAM staff and accountant had reviewed each proposal, analyzed costs, 
checked references, and recommended the lowest bidder, Moreland & Associates. Following 
discussion, a motion was made to adopt a resolution authorizing execution of agreement for 
auditing services.

B. Consider Environmental Criminal Liability Defense Coverage 
Manager Foley reported on CSRMA's request for a commitment on Environmental Criminal 
Liability Defense Coverage. He stated if enough agencies are interested, CSRMA will make it 
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available. Board and staff discussed the benefits of waiting for additional information from 
CSRMA. Following discussion, a motion was made to approve a one year participation in this 
new insurance program.

Board 
and staff discussed the benefits and drawbacks of these categories. No Board action was taken. 

D. Provide Direction to Staff on Meeting with Nurserymen's Exchange. 
Manager Foley advised the Board that he would be meeting with Hank Sciaroni of Nurserymen's 
Exchange on Wednesday, August 27,2003 to discuss the possibility of Nurserymen's Exchange 
discharging wastewater to the SAM system. After discussion, Chairman Ptacek requested 
Manager Foley meet with Sciaroni and report back to the Board.

Manager Foley reported that, at the request of the Board, staff prepared this report on overflows 
and prevention technology. He advised that SAM was working with the City of Half Moon Bay 
on prevention technology. Chairman Ptacek requested that staff develop an inspection priority 
list. 

F. Report on MSD Business Name Change Expenses 
Manager Foley reported the estimated cost for SAM to incorporate MSD's name change onto 
SAM's letterhead, business cards, vehicle logos, SAM Administration Building front door 
lettering and outside building wall lettering is $4,340. He advised the changes would be made 
starting in September 2003. 

G. Report on Property and Workers Compensation Claims History 
Manager Foley provided the Board with an update on closed property claims and workers 
compensation claims. He advised there have been no workers compensation claims since 1998.
