Discussion
5A. Report on Recycled Water — Emerging Pollutants of Concern
Presentation by Steve McDonald, Carollo Engineers

Steve McDonald, a partner of Carollo Engineers, made a presentation on Emerging Pollutants of
Concern. He cited examples of significant pollutants, described the potential public health
impacts, overviewed control strategies, and he discussed treatability, challenges ahead and
regulatory directions. Following discussion, the Board thanked Mr. McDonald for his
informative presentation.

5B. Report on Ocean Colony
Presentation by Paul Nagengast, City of Half Moon Bay

Paul Nagengast, Public Works Director for the City of Half Moon Bay, addressed the Board
regarding the Ocean Colony lift station project, and rental of generators. He explained the
generator failure, the need to move towards upgrading the electrical panels at the lift station in
case of power failure. He advised that the bid opening for a replacement generator was scheduled
for November 12, 2003. After discussion, the Board thanked Mr. Nagengast for his information,
and requested that staff update the Board on progress at the next Board meeting.
