SPECIAL ORDER OF THE DAY 

Monterey Bay National Marine Sanctuary (MBNMS) Water Quality Program - 
Presentation by Chris Coburn of National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration (NOAA). 

Manager Foley introduced Chris Coburn, Director of the Water Quality Program at 
NOAA, who provided the Board with a presentation to describe how MBMNS was 
established, its goals, mission, history and boundaries. He briefed the Board on the 
mandates of MBNMS, including prohibitions, regulations, permits and enforcements, and 
explained the MBMNS joint management plan review, water quality program and 
concerns. He discussed the various agencies that are included in the MBMNS 
memorandum of agreement and he also described the MBMNS five action plans, 
accomplishments, continuing challenges, and beach closure plan strategies. He also 
discussed the Sanctuary Integrated Monitoring Network (SIMON) (www.mbnms- 
simon.org). 

Following a question and answer period, with discussion on various topics, Director 
Ptacek requested a list of nine desalination water projects within the MBNMS. Director 
Woren requested a copy of a chart of reasons for beach closures within SAM'S service 
area. Director Ptacek requested Manager Foley forward an electronic copy of the 
presentation to Board members. 

Chair Boyd expressed his thanks, on behalf of the Board, for the informative 
presentation, and advised that the Board looks forward to continued future discussions 
with Mr. Coburn.
